Users

Within this section, you'll have the ability to add, edit, delete and create users permissions.

Adding a User

Only an administrator or a user that an administrator has given user creation rights to can add a new user.
Each user’s security permissions can be configured separately. User permissions begin with what product or
products the user will have access to. After configuring what products they have access to you can begin
choosing what features within the product that they can access and how their permissions can be configured.

User Name and Password
Once you have created a user, the MyGate Web Console will email that user a user name and password to the
email address that was created in the user profile. The user name will be the email address of the user. When

the user logs into the MyGate Web Console for the first time they will be prompted to change the password
that was emailed to them.

Access and Permissions

You can configure specific areas of the MyGate Web Console that the user can access as well as what
permissions the user has within that section of the console.

Console Access

Console access permissions are related to the Top Menus. You can configure what top menus a users can
access.

User Permissions

You can configure a user to only have access to specific areas within Left Hand Menus as well as what the users
rights are within these menus.
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User Rights Options:

Full: Ability for a user to view, modify, process or delete.
View: Ability to view all data but not able modify, process or delete.
None: No access to view page.

Permission Options:

Application Access: Limits the applications that a user has access to.

Left Hand Menu Access: Limits the specific Left Hand Menus that a user has access to.

Limits: Limits can be created to the value and frequency of a transaction type. l.e. limiting the value of
refunds performed daily by a user.

Delete a User

Locked Out Users

If a user logins in 3 times in a row with the incorrect email address or password, the user will be locked out of
the MyGate Web Console for 30 minutes.

Session Time Out

If a user is not active in the web console for 15 minutes, the session will time out. The user will be required to
login again.

How to Logout

At the top right hand of the screen click “logout”. This will log you out your web console session.

Notifications

Within Notification, you can choose to add your email address or mobile number to a specific action that you
would like to be notified of in real time.

This allows you to become aware of actions that have taken place or need to take place without logging into
the Web Console. Once notified, you can choose to act on this notification.

How to Activate Notifications

Successful
purchase transactions result in funds being debited from the credit card
holder’s account and deposited into the merchant’s electronic merchant
facility.

that you want the email confirmation to be sent from. The card holder will see the email coming from that
address. You can also configure what company information you want displayed on the transaction receipt.

Within this section you can configure the IP Address that you will be coming from.

Configure Settings - Referral IP Address

The Referral IP address is the IP address that your application is coming from. The IP address must be a static
IP address. The IP address must be added in order for your web service call to be accepted by MyGate.

The Fraud Module can be configured to flag or fail transactions based on specific parameters configured. By

using IP address locaters, BIN origins and shipping addresses, the Fraud Module helps merchants in identifying

potential fraudulent transactions. Within the MyGate Web Console, merchants can configure the Fraud

Module Options to flag or fail transactions based on specific transactional behaviour. Each of the merchants

web sites can be can be uniquely configured by the merchant with its own set of processing thresholds.

Note: This is not required to be configured if you are using the My Terminal application.

Failed and Flagged Transactions

Based on the merchants specific requirements, a transaction can be failed or flagged. A failed transaction
means that the transaction will be failed (declined) prior to the transaction being sent to the bank for
authorization. A flagged transaction will be sent to the bank for authorization but will have a flagged status
within the Fraud Module. A merchant can then analyse the transaction before delivering the goods or settling
the transaction.

Notification

Within the Web Console, Merchants can configure to be notified by email of any transaction that has been
flagged or failed.

Fraud Module Options

Blacklisting

Blacklisting allows you to block purchase attempts on the payment gateway. You are able to blacklist key
identifiers which may be suspicious. Blacklisting also allows geographic sales targeting whereby you can
configure specific countries based on BIN or IP address to purchase.

Blacklist Types:
e Blocking e-mail domains, i.e. any address at free email domains
e Blocking specific credit card numbers
e  Blocking specific e-mail addresses
e Blocking specific countries, cities or regions

Repeated Failure Identification (RFI)

Repeated Failure Identification works in conjunction with blacklisting and allows the merchant to set the
amount of failed attempts a purchaser can make before they are blocked from making further attempts. If a
purchaser makes too many purchase attempts without success, it could mean that certain card detail is trying
to be guessed.

Repeated Success Identification (RSI)

Repeated Successful Identification allows the merchant to set the amount of successful transactions a
purchaser can make before they’re flagged as potential fraud or blocked from making further transactions. A
purchaser is defined from their IP address or credit card number.

Global IP Recognition (GIR)

GIR compares the purchaser's delivery address to the global geographic location assigned to their IP address.
This would aid in identifying if someone was purchasing on your website and their billing address is in the UK
but their IP address is in Germany. Further investigation can be applied before delivery of goods.

Please MNote; MyGate cannot verify American Express and Diners Club credit card BIN country codes.
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Unique Client Index (UCI)

UCI forms a one-to-one relationship between a client and a credit card number. The merchant has the ability
to provide MyGate with a unique-client-identifier when processing a transaction. MyGate stores the card
number used by that client, and will flag or fail later transactions used by this client with a different card
number. This insures that the credit card being used by the client is the card previously used for transacting.
